Where does the money go? 
Some people may be wondering what we do with 
money that is coming into our account before we leave 
for PNG. This income has been used to pay for our 
training in Orlando, Cathy’s training in Dallas, 
passport fees, and mailing expenses.  At this point all 
of this money is going toward living expenses while 
Todd is going through training. 
 

After training is complete, this money will begin 
completing our one time start up expense that covers 
airline tickets to PNG and costs associated with 
relocating.
